Mr. Mayor and Council Members

My name is Dan Harvey, and I am a full time resident at 104 Grand Pavilion. I come before you today as a concerned, private citizen speaking out for what I think is an immediate need for sand fencing to accelerate the rebuilding of sand dunes on the beach adjacent to my neighborhood. I greatly appreciate all the efforts expended to permit and execute the beach renourishment project, completed almost exactly one year ago. I think it was, and is a great success. However, I was under the impression that sand fencing would be installed in the entire renourishment zone. This has not happened, and I would like to ask why not, and what it would take to make this happen ASAP. We had a series of dunes established, some with the aid of prior sand fencing, and lost all of them during our recent erosion cycle. It would, I think be the proper finishing touch needed to maintain and grow the renourished beach.
This area, as you know, is probably the most densely packed housing area on the island, with approximated 300 properties including the Grand Pavilion, Seaside, The Village Condos, and Racquet Club Condos, all of which paid the $1500 assessment per housing unit required to fund the project. I would like to think some of that $450,000 could be invested in this preventative measure.
