Inspections
As many of you are aware, your Board of Directors and Management Company continue to conduct property inspections and communicate with owners to improve awareness of issues of maintenance, repair and landscaping, and rules regarding trash cans.  
· Trash Cans
Please be reminded that if trash cans are stored in the corrals at the street, they must be small enough to be screened by the corral fencing.  90 gallon trash cans must be stored underneath the house and kept out of sight of neighboring property and the street.  Cans may be rolled to the street after 5pm the day before pick-up, and must be rolled back in before 9am the next morning.  Trash cans left on the street clutter the streetscape and can be a nuisance to your neighbors. PMS can provide you with the name of an individual who will roll your trash cans in and out on days of pick-up.  If you are interested, please contact Kim Hurd at PMS.

· Landscaping Maintenance
For those of you that DO NOT live in a Boardwalk Home, you are responsible for the landscape maintenance on your property.  Please remember to mow, mulch, trim, prune, etc. all the way to the street, not just to the fence.  This includes trimming branches that overhang onto the streets and impede traffic.

· Fencing
Many of you have not yet conducted necessary repairs to fencing and corrals.  This is an important element of the Grand Pavilion streetscape and upkeep is very important!  If your fencing needs repairs, please make arrangements to do so.

Thank you to those of you who have been sent letters and rectified issues!  It is the cooperation of all owners that helps keep Grand Pavilion looking its best!
