Jim Ashworth called the meeting to order.

1. OWNERS FORUM:
Dan Harvey asked that the Board intervene to require that sand fencing be implemented in front of Grand Pavilion. He stated that IOP City Council needed to install the sand fencing all the way down the beach. He pleaded with the board to please get involved with this. Ms. Fair stated that she felt the same and would like to see some action taken by the board for this to get done. 
Deborah Johnson made a motion for the board President to write a letter and send to the Mayor and IOP Council to state the Grand Pavilion issues and opinions along with a formal request per GP POA requesting that sand fencing be installed to the end of the re-nourishment areas. Darlene Wigley seconded the motion, all were in favor, motion was approved. Discussion followed. Jim Ashworth volunteered to write a draft of the letter and to send it to the Board in email format. Darlene Wigley will post this information to the website. Management will add the GP website address to the billing statements for the owners. 
2. PROPERTY INSPECTIONS:
Jennifer Clarke performed property Inspections on July 9, 2009. Update on GP #27- currently doing repairs and remedying the violations. Discussion followed. Management is to inform BOD only if no action is being taken by the owner so that they may decide the best recourse for action. 
 

3. BOARDWALK HOMES:
Mr. Ashworth has given a specifications worksheet as a detailed reference tool for the repair or replacement of the BW trash enclosure doors. This spec sheet contains directions and what materials to use for the trash doors. It still needs BOD approval to then send to the WD ARC to implement as a Standard and Guideline.

The metal gates and the removal of the metal gates at GP- need to determine if this is an option or not-this topic to be determined by the WD ARC and then to discuss at the next Board meeting. Management will work with the ARC to see what we need to provide to them to implement.
 

4. SECURITY, NOISE:
Ms. Wigley is concerned that there is a lack of security at the Resort during the peak season and the peak hours of the night which are from 10pm until 2am. She stated that there have been several occurrences of property owner harassment, severe noise violations, and vandalism and that nothing has been done.  She feels this should be corrected or something could happen or someone may get hurt. Michael Long stated that there was an officer on duty but he roams the WD area not just specifically one area. Darlene stated that this is a serious issue that seems to be getting worse and must be handled. Jim Holm stated that he will speak with the proper authorities to try and find a solution or remedy for this ongoing problem. (WDCA, Frank Fredericks and John Hemphill will be contacted by Jim Holm.)
